This user guide describes the installation of the External Alarm Relay and/or the Buzzer to the rear accessory con-
nector on mobile radios.

The 16-pin connector block (Motorola part number: 1580922V01) plugs into the rear accessory connector on the back
of the radio. Some models have a 20-pin rear accessory connector. In this scenario, plug the connector block into the
center of the 20-pin rear accessory connector, leaving the outside four pins exposed.
